NEW MAPPING OPPORTUNITIES AVAILABLE FOR LOCAL COUNCILS
The National Association of Local Councils has joined forces with Ordnance Survey to extend the BOLD (the benefits of licensed data) campaign to local councils (parish and town councils). 

The National Association and Ordnance Survey have agreed to promote the Paper Map Copying License (PMCL) for local councils. This license allows the holder to copy unlimited amounts of Ordnance Survey mapping (covering mapping or aerial photography in paper form) to support their day to day administration; make copies of mapping in either paper or electronic form; include copies of such mapping in leaflets, in brochures and on web pages; and use copies of mapping as a part of a professional service. 

There is a cost of around £55 per year for each council that takes out this license and any copying of Ordnance Survey mapping needs to be covered by such a license
Ian Carter, Head of Local Government at Ordnance Survey, said: “Several hundred town and parish councils already benefit from the Paper Map Copying License: copying maps for public consultations; the letting of maintenance contracts; the advertising and subsequent management of local events and the promotion of the councils activities on their web pages. Indeed, some councils have seen this license as the first step to using geographic information from Ordnance Survey to underpin all of their activities.”

John Findlay, chief executive, NALC, said: “This is an exciting development for parish and town councils which will help them in their every day service delivery and representation activities. Good maps and location intelligence plays an important role in the lives of local communities from footpaths and playgrounds to housing and planning.”
