18:05  Welcome

Cllr Guy Jackson welcomed delegates to this third meeting of the Leicestershire & Rutland Larger Councils Forum.

19:05  Apologies

20:05  Minutes of previous meeting – 15th March 2005

These were agreed and signed as a true record.

21:05 Election of Chair and Vice-Chair 2005-06
Following a brief discussion it was

RESOLVED: that Cllr Nick Brown be elected as Chairman and Cllr Guy Jackson be elected as Vice-Chairman for the ensuing year.

22:05 Election of Forum Representatives to LRAPLC Executive Committee (2 only)

After a brief explanation of the Executive Committee and subsequent discussion it was

RESOLVED: that Cllr Nick Brown of Braunstone TC and Cllr Stan Hardy of Broughton Astley PC be elected as Forum Representatives 2005-06.

23:05  Forum Discussion

There followed a discussion on various Larger Council issues.

NALC criteria for a Larger Council is currently those with an electorate of 6000 or over and/or an annual budgeted income of £250,000 or over although this is currently under review.  Members asked when a final decision on NALCs Larger Councils criteria is likely to be made and what would happen to the local Forum if the proposed changes were implemented.  It was agreed that Rosie McConachie would make enquiries regarding the current situation and report to the next meeting.  The general feeling was that the local Forum would continue to meet even if they did not meet NALCs criteria.
24:05  Current Larger Council Issues

Braunstone TC reported on many problems with graffiti and anti social behaviour.  Incidents of criminal damage, assaults and intimidation and general bad behaviour by a 14-16 age group during July/August this year had resulted in the Police becoming involved. There followed a lengthy discussion on similar problems in other delegates’ parishes.  It was felt that Larger Parishes need faster response from the Police and this body should put pressure on the Police Authority to ensure that more officers are available.  
The Chairman raised  Braunstone TC’s new Joint Service Shop Agreement and it was agreed that this item be placed on a future agenda in order that other larger parishes could consider similar arrangements for their Councils.
